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Here are some activities you could do together as a family. Begin with
the story and then do as many or as few as you like, in any order.

Discussion

A guestion for adults to ask children
How do you think the disciples felt when they saw Jesus
returning to heaven?

Jesus’ friends were still struggling to understand the big
picture, they thought that Jesus had come to free the
Israelites from Roman rule, they were probably confused and
scared when Jesus left them again. Jesus had told them to
wait for a helper, but they didn’t really understand what was
happening.

We know that Jesus had a much bigger plan. Jesus’ plan was
for everybody, all those who were in the earth at the same
time as him and all those who were going to live on the earth
in the future. Jesus had come and died on the cross to take
the punishment for all the sins of the world, so that
everybody could receive eternal life and know God as a father
and friend just like Jesus did. The Holy Spirit was coming to
be a helper for Jesus’ followers forever.

A guestion for children to ask adults
Can you think of a time when you had to wait patiently for
someone or something? J

Family Activity 1
You will need: A timer / clock

Jesus told his friends that they needed
to be patient and trust in God’s timing
while they waited for the helper God
had promised.

Find out who is best at waiting by playing ‘The Minute Game’.
One person has a clock or phone timer, this person tells
everybody when to begin. Everybody else must stand up,
they must sit down when they think a minute has passed —
they are not allowed to cheat by looking at a watch or clock.
Once everybody has sat down the person watching the timer
should say who was closest.
